SEXUALITY AND MARRIAGE
There are mixed views on this in the GLBT community:

There are some women, in particular, who think that traditional heterosexual marriage is not a model for human relationship.

There are some men, in particular, who don’t believe in that sort of commitment at all.

There are some, a minority I suspect, who want the right to marry and to call it marriage with all the same laws and ceremonies as heterosexual people.

Many of us believe that we should have the right to have our relationships honoured, respected, celebrated and legally recognised. We are not too fussed about what the relationship is called – a Covenant Relationship, a Same-sex Union or other.

All of us, I believe, would see it as ridiculous that the heterosexual community could imagine that marriage is threatened if our relationships are formally recognised. Is sexuality catching or something? Is marriage so vulnerable that it could be wrecked by having other forms of relationship respectfully running alongside it?

What was the Two Mummies fuss about? Why should not children live alongside other children who are taught that all loving relationships are to be respected and that children who have two mummies or daddies are fine – just part of good human variety.

What next? Will we say that children with only one parent are to be hidden from sight?

Of course, some of this discussion is about legal rights and responsibilities and that is fair enough as far as it goes. However, for me, we will not be fair and free until our relationships are actually celebrated.
